· Welcome baskets with Realtors
· Get list from realtors of new home buyers, then leave welcome basket at new home.
· Include: house “stress balls,” literature
· Billboards, “Burma shades” (small road side signs)
· Movie trailer PSAs
· County fire marshal creates content in San Bernardino Co.
· Media PSAs
· Postcards with defensible space on one side, topical information on other side: chipper days, “did you…,” “don’t accept couches!”
· Cheaper bulk mail rate via nonprofits
· Info on water bills, local service districts
· Direct mail
· Put something “lumpy” inside for folks to open it (piece of charcoal?)
· Don’t use language “clearing/clearance” instead use “fire safe landscaping”
· Don’t use language “inspections” instead use “FREE defensible space evaluation”
· Literature, video, website (CFSC)
· Kids! (schools, fire depts.)

What Makes for Successful FSCs, Pat Frost
· Work on the ground
· Good bookkeeper
· Staff
· Cooperation with volunteer fire departments – sounding board
· CDF/USFS/BLM participation
Issues:

· Clearinghouse reports – can we “format” it

· Each Fire Safe Council – set a goal to map all projects for next year

· Track through CDF unit plan

· Projects vs. “The Plan”

· Measure effectiveness of treatments

· Maintenance of completed projects – will we get to a point where only $ to maintain (other tools – herbicides, burning)

· Fuels reduction as a piece of Homeland Security

· Think of fuel breaks as public infrastructure

· County involvement – affect land use policy

· Dispersed project management and funding

· Monitoring? Need workshops to train
· CEQA process – how to tier off that bigger plan

· PT EIR (Programmatic timber environmental impact report) – Program THPs (timber harvest plans) tier from that
