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Background and Program Information

The Community-Based Wildfire Prevention Grants Program was established in 2001 to assist organizations throughout California in reducing wildfire risks in local communities. In 2001, approximately $3.4 million was granted for: hazardous fuel reduction, information and education programs, and risk reduction planning for communities.

The Sacramento Regional Foundation, a nonprofit community foundation, currently administers the Community-Based Wildfire Prevention Grants Program, distributes grant awards, and, together with the Bureau of Land Management, reviews Quarterly Progress Reports.

Your Quarterly Report

Your next progress report for your Community-Based Wildfire Prevention Grants project is due on October 31, 2002.  This form should help you prepare the report easily and help the Sacramento Regional Foundation and California Fire Safe Council in its program review.

The progress report should compare your accomplishments from July through September 2002 and incorporate the goals and objectives described in your “Project Goals and Objectives.”  Additionally, a Budget Report Form should be completed and submitted with the Progress Report Form.

Once the grant period is completed in April 2003, a compilation of grant reports for the California Fire Safe Council will be sent to the Bureau of Land Management.  This final report will be made available on the Fire Safe Council Web site (www.firesafecouncil.org).
