Proposal Number:  Enter assigned Grant Number (i.e. 01-BLM-0254)

Section A Project Overview

Project Title:  Enter a distinctive project tile, which will distinguish your project from any other project.

Origination Component:  Enter the organization in the respective space to which has submitted and will be receiving funds for approved project.

Project Manager:  Enter the name of the person who will be in charge of the project.  This person will be responsible for submission of necessary reports and documentation. This shall include a title, organization, mailing address, and phone/fax numbers.  Include e-mail address if available

Project Description: Describe the proposed project in sufficient detail so it is clear what the project will entail and accomplish.  Clearly delineate the measurable components of the project so that required progress reports can be prepared and measured against the proposal.  Provide detailed project funding information on the approved form only. (Section B) 

Project Components:

Accomplishments expected from the project.

Project Time Line:

Give a detailed timeline/accomplishment to the proposed project.  This should include all activities for the life of the grant period. (18 months)

Identify locations:

Where the project will apply.  Examples: If the project has focus on a single community or a more general area, identify and list all effected 

Contracting Services

If the grant is funding contracting, list the method used to obtain service and the role of the contracted services

(NOTE Section A shall be no more than three typed pages. (12 font Arial) 

Section B Budget Sheet

Section B Budget Sheet shall be completed to reflect the dollar amount requested.  This must also show all grant dollars and In-kind or matching funds. Use only the 2001 Community-Based Wildfire Prevention Grant/Sacramento Regional Foundation Form.
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
