AB 28 (Pavley) Firefighting: Hazardous Materials Equipment (12/02/2002)
LOCATION:
Assembly Governmental Organization Committee

SUMMARY: This bill would establish, in the Office of Emergency Services (OES), the Firefighting Hazardous Materials Response Team Equipment Program designed to purchase hazardous materials response equipment and offer this equipment to state and local first responder and firefighting hazardous materials response teams. 



AB 191 (Cogdill) Conservation Camps: Madera County (01/27/2003)
LOCATION: Assembly Public Safety Committee

HEARING: 03/11/2003, 9:00 am

SUMMARY: Requires the Department of Corrections to house, at the Central California Women's Facility, or the Valley State Prison for Women, up to 120 inmates trained as conservation camp inmates. Authorizes the Department of Corrections and the Department of Forestry to use these inmates in the same manner as inmate crews housed at conservation camps.



SB 8 (Brulte) Fire Prevention: Fire Prevention Act of 2003 (12/02/2002)
LOCATION: Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife Committee

SUMMARY: This bill would enact the California Fire Protection Act of 2003 (CFP Act) creating a new program requiring CDF to remove dead trees on private property to mitigate the threat of fires posed by dead and dying trees resulting from drought conditions and bark beetle infestations in Southern California. The new program would only be implemented if the legislature appropriates General Fund monies for this purpose. The measure has an urgency clause that would require the bill take effect immediately.
