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AB 415 (Runner) Emergency Services: Liability (06/18/02)
SUMMARY: Requires the Office of Emergency Services to develop policies and procedures providing instructions specifying how law enforcement agencies, broadcasters participating in the Emergency Alert System and any other intermediate emergency services agencies that may institute activation of the Emergency Alert System shall proceed after a qualifying abduction has been reported to a law enforcement agency. 

LOCATION: Senate Public Safety Committee.  
Hearing 6/25/02.

AB 1362 (Wiggins) Buildings Rehabilitation (01/07/02)

SUMMARY: Establishes the California Building Rehabilitation Code Advisory Council which would be required to recommend whether development of a California building rehabilitation guideline would improve the reuse and safety of existing buildings and whether it should be adopted as an appendix to the California Building Standards Code.

LOCATION: Senate Housing and Community Development – Hearing cancelled by author.

AB 1748 (Dickerson) Contract Pilots: Death Benefits (05/23/02)

SUMMARY: Requires that all contracts entered into by the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to retain the services of pilots to fly firefighting aircraft contain an express provision that if the pilot dies while performing his or her duties under the contract, the contractor or their insured shall pay a one-time lump sum death benefit to the eligible survivors of the pilot. 

LOCATION: Senate Labor and Industrial Relations.  
Hearing set 6/26/2002.

AB 1821 (Lowenthal) Donated Fire Equipment Liability (04/22/02)

SUMMARY: Provides that, except for damage or injury proximately caused by gross negligence or willful or wanton misconduct of donor, no individual, person, private entity, or fire department or protection district, including the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection, that donates fire protection apparatus or equipment to a volunteer fire department, fire protection district or fire company, is liable for any damage or injury resulting from equipment’s use. 

LOCATION: Senate Judiciary Committee. 

Hearing cancelled by author.

AB 1983 (Dickerson) Wildland Fuel Reduction (04/16/02)

SUMMARY: Enacts the California Fuel Hazard Reduction Act to be administered by the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to encourage the development of wildland fuel reduction practices. Authorizes the Director of Forestry and Fire Protection to adopt regulations necessary to carry out the act. Requires the director to report annually. Establishes the Fuel Hazard Reduction Fund. 

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations. 

AB 2000 (Nakano) Terrorist Response Training (04/29/02)

SUMMARY: Enacts the Firefighter Response to Terrorism Training Act of 2002. Requires the Director of the Office of Emergency Services, in cooperation with the State Fire Marshal, to coordinate, develop, prescribe standards for, and approve consequence management training procedures for State and local agency fire services personnel to respond to terrorist acts, and to develop training programs. Appropriates certain federal funding for these purposes. 

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations – Suspense.

AB 2018 (Nakano) Public Safety: Communication System (06/12/02)

SUMMARY: Establishes Public Safety Communication Advisory Board with responsibility for developing and implementing a statewide integrated public safety communication system consistent with the Federal Communications Commission. Requires the board to assist certain State agencies in entering into agreements for interoperability or other shared use of public safety spectrum with a local agency or public safety entity and which agencies need equipment upgrades. 

LOCATION: Senate Appropriations.

AB 2028 (Canciamilla) General Plans: Urban Growth Boundary (Original)

SUMMARY: Requires the land use element and diagram of a general plan to include an Urban Growth Boundary that indicates the area to which the city or county intends to extend urban services over the next 20 years. Requires the land use element to include policies that, among other things, encourage urban growth within this boundary and requires that the boundary be consistent with the objectives of the State Comprehensive Plan. 

LOCATION: Assembly Local Government. 

Hearing postponed by Committee.

AB 2193 (Maddox) Fire Protection: Joint Powers Agencies (05/14/02)

SUMMARY: Provides that when Orange County property tax revenues are allocated by the county to an agency formed for the purpose of providing fire protection pursuant to the Joint Exercise of Powers Act, those funds may only be used for expenditures for fire protection services. 

LOCATION: Senate Appropriations.

AB 2204 (Daucher) Local Government: Fire Protection Services (Original)

SUMMARY: Relates to local government.  Defines the term "fire protection" to mean fire prevention, fire suppression, emergency medical services, emergency transportation services, hazardous materials response, and the provision of facilities, equipment, and personnel for such purposes.

LOCATION: Assembly Local Government.

AB 2233 (Wright) Bond Act: Firefighting Equipment (04/17/02)

SUMMARY: Enacts the Firefighting Equipment Bond Act of 2002, which, if adopted, would authorize, for the purpose of financing the thermal imaging equipment purchasing program and the provision of other firefighting equipment by the Office of Emergency Services to State and local agencies, the issuance of bonds in a specified amount. Requires the Secretary of State to submit the bond act to the voters at the November 5, 2002 statewide general election.

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations - Suspense.

AB 2234 (Vargas) Cal Fire Agency (5/14/02)

SUMMARY: Establishes the Cal Fire Agency within State government under the direction of an Executive Director known as the Secretary of Cal Fire. Provides that the Cal Fire Agency succeeds to and is vested with all the duties, powers, purposes, responsibilities and jurisdiction vest in the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection. 

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations – Suspense. 

AB 2335 (Pavley) Firefighting: Hazardous Materials Equipment (05/1/02)

SUMMARY: Establishes in the Office of Emergency Services, a Firefighting Hazardous Materials Response Team Equipment Program to provide funding, upon appropriation, for the purchase of hazardous materials response apparatus and equipment to State and local agencies that provide fire protection services. Requires the Director to establish criteria for the deployment of the equipment, including, the number of hazardous materials response teams in an area. 

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations - suspense.

AB 2411 (Corbett) Building Standards: Local Agencies (Original)

SUMMARY: Authorizes any local agency that has responsibility for the enforcement of state buildings standards to propose for adoption and approval by the commission one or more building standards if specified requirements are met.

LOCATION: Assembly Local Government.

Hearing postponed by Committee.

AB 2481 (Frommer) Porter Cologne Water Quality Control Act (06/11/02)

SUMMARY: Revises and recasts provisions regulating the storage of hazardous substances in underground storage tanks. Revises the definition of product tight. Deletes the requirement that the tank not be subject to physical or chemical deterioration over the useful life of the tank. Provides for certain violations and penalties therefor.  Provides for payments to public water systems to treat contaminated ground and surface water and for alternative drinking water supplies.

LOCATION: Senate Environmental Quality. 

Hearing set for 6/24/02.

AB 2505 (Negrete/McLeod) Forestry and Fire Protection: Indian Tribes (06/18/02)

SUMMARY: Authorizes the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to enter into a contract with a federally recognized Indian tribe for the purpose of providing emergency services on the tribe’s land.  Requires that any contract with an Indian tribe include provisions for reimbursing the department for its actual costs of providing the emergency services, plus an administrative fee.

LOCATION: Senate Natural Resources and Wildlife.
Hearing set for 6/25/02.

AB 2522 (Dutra) Office of Emergency Services: Transportation (05/23/02)

SUMMARY: Makes various findings relating to the effect of the terrorist attacks of September 11, 2001, on the United States. Requires the Highway Patrol, in cooperation with the Office of Emergency Services and other specified federal, State, and local agencies, to perform a risk assessment of the State's transportation facilities and to submit a confidential report of its findings to the Governor and the Legislature.

LOCATION: Senate Transportation.


Hearing set for 6/25/02.

AB 2603 (Daucher) Local Emergency Preparedness and Response Plans (Original)
SUMMARY: States the intent of the Legislature to enact legislation that would assist local agencies in developing and maintaining radiological, biological, and chemical emergency preparedness and response plans to safeguard the public in the event of terrorism involving weapons of mass destruction.

LOCATION: Assembly Rules. 

AB 2673 (Cogdill) Conservation Camps: Madera County (05/23/02)

SUMMARY: Requires the Department of Corrections to house, at the Central California Women's Facility, or the Valley State Prison for Women, up to 120 inmates trained as conservation camp inmates.  Authorizes the department and the Department of Forestry to use these inmates in the same manner as inmate crews housed at conservation camps.  Implementation is based on future appropriations and a determination that there are enough inmates eligible. 

LOCATION: Senate Appropriations.
Hearing set for 6/24/02.

AB 2697 (Zettel) Forestry: Firebreaks (Original)

SUMMARY: Makes a legislative declaration that state law should permit the Director of Forestry and Fire Protection, when a county's firebreak standards are greater than the statewide standards, to impose the county's standards on buildings and structures located on state responsibility lands in the county.

LOCATION: Assembly Rules. 

AB 2825 (Wiggins) Fire Protection Finance Agencies (06/13/02)

SUMMARY: Authorizes any city, county, or city and county to form a fire protection finance agency for the purposes of supplementing fire protection services and financing needed capital improvements for its fire department or for any other public agency that provides structural fire protection services within its boundaries.

LOCATION: Senate Local Government.

Hearing set for 6/19/02.

AB 2992 (Salinas) State Employees: Vacant Positions (Department Sponsored)

SUMMARY: Exempts from provisions requiring abolishment of vacant state positions, public safety positions within the California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection that are designated Peace Officer/ Firefighter for retirement purposes, park ranger and lifeguard positions in the Department of Parks and Recreation, and warden positions in the Department of Fish and Game that provide critical services to ensure the health and welfare of the public. 

LOCATION: Assembly Budgets.

AB 2993 (Firebaugh) Urban Wildland Interface Communities (06/18/02)

SUMMARY: Requires the State Board of Forestry and Fire Protection and the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to establish a working group to identify incentives for landowners to implement prefire activities in State responsibility areas and urban wildlife interface communities and to identify all federal, State, or local programs, private programs or any other programs requiring a cost share that involves prefire activities.

LOCATION: Senate Appropriations.

ACR 131 (Havice) California Peace Officers Memorial Day
SUMMARY: Makes observations about the work and sacrifices of California peace officers, and would resolve that the Members of the Legislature designate 5/3/2002, as California Peace Officers' Memorial Day and urge all Californians to act in accordance. 

LOCATION: Chaptered #37  

ACR 132 (Havice) Law Enforcement Appreciation Week

SUMMARY: Proclaims Sunday, April 28, 2002, through Saturday, May 4, 2002, Law Enforcement Appreciation Week and would encourage the participation of all Californians in commending law enforcement officers.

LOCATION: Chaptered # 27

ACR 143 (Cardenas) Public Safety Appreciation Day

SUMMARY: Proclaims September 11th as Public Safety Appreciation Day and urges all Californians to observe this day of remembrance for the heroic actions of public safety personnel.

LOCATION: Assembly Rules.

SB 27 (McPherson) Emergency Services: Terrorism (02/05/02)
SUMMARY: Requires the Office of Emergency Services to develop specified training relative to terrorism awareness and response. Requires categories of personnel identified by the Office to complete the training by June 30, 2002. 

LOCATION: Assembly Government Organization.

SB 332 (Sher) Building Standards: Straw-Bale Structures (3/21/02)

SUMMARY: Declares the intent of the Legislature to adopt safety guidelines for the construction of structures, including single-family dwellings, that use baled rice straw, as a load bearing or non-load bearing material.  Revises the guidelines and requires them to apply to the construction of all structures that use baled straw as a load bearing or non-load bearing material within a city or county that has adopted the guidelines in existing law prior to January 1, 2002.

LOCATION: Chaptered #31

SB 447 (Vasconcellos) Emergency Care & Trauma Care Services (5/8/01) 
SUMMARY: Requires the Emergency Medical Services Authority to conduct an evaluation to assess the current state of California's emergency and trauma care system, including a historical perspective and a plan to improve future emergency care and trauma services. Sets forth the subjects to be considered in the evaluation, and requires the authority to report its findings to the chairs of specified legislative committees on or before July 1, 2003. 

LOCATION: Assembly Committee on Health.

Hearing cancelled by author.

SB 1228 (Monteith) Property Tax Revenue Allocations (9/6/01)

SUMMARY: Deems to be correct those property tax revenue apportionment factors used in the County of Tuolumne for each fiscal year to the 2000-01 fiscal year, inclusive.  Requires the Tuolumne County auditor to adjust overpaid property tax apportionment.  Clarifies the process by which incremental property tax revenues to be allocated to a redevelopment agency are withdrawn in Stanislaus County.  Relate to allocations from the Abandoned Vehicles Trust Fund in Humboldt County.

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations.

SB 1311 (Kuehl) Commercial Mobile Radio Service (4/16/02)
SUMMARY: Authorizes a provider of commercial mobile radio service to enter into a contract with a public safety agency to give the transmissions of public safety agency end users of that service priority over the transmissions of other persons or entities. Requires the contract will comply with applicable federal law. 

LOCATION: Assembly – Third Reading.

SB 1350 (McPherson) Terrorism Emergency Services (05/21/02)
SUMMARY: Requires the Office of Emergency Services to develop specified training relative to terrorism awareness. Requires the Commission on Peace Officer Standards and Training to develop a specified course of instruction on the responsibilities of first responders to terrorism incidents. Requires specified local agency and other peace officers to complete the training. Conditions the implementation upon receipt of federal funding. 

LOCATION: Assembly Governmental Organization.
Hearing set for 6/24/02.

SB 1482 (Polanco) Worktime Credit: Forest Fire (05/20/02)
SUMMARY: Makes performance in conservation camps by inmates and wards relating to forest fire prevention and control under the California Conservation Camp Program result in twice as much worktime credit as would otherwise be received. Deletes the 6 months credit reduction limitation of existing law.

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations.

SB 1568 (Morrow) Forestry and Fire Protection: San Diego (05/23/02)
SUMMARY: Requires the Department of Forestry and Fire Protection to station at least 2 air tankers in southern California year-round for the purpose of providing service for the prevention and suppression of fires. 

LOCATION: Assembly Appropriations.

SB 1629 (Soto) Emergency Services: Training (05/23/02)

SUMMARY: Authorizes the transfer to the Department of Health Services any moneys in the Federal Trust Fund for allocation of grants to State and local agencies that meet specified requirements, to defray the cost of providing paramedic training for fire service personnel.  Provides for the allocation of funds to the Firefighter Joint Apprenticeship  Program to offset various costs, including paramedical training course development and instructional training expenses.

LOCATION: Assembly Governmental Organization.
Hearing set for 6/24/02.

SB 1862 (Morrow) Fire Safety: Fire Extinguishers (Original)
SUMMARY: Requires dry chemical portable fire extinguishers to be inspected at least monthly by the building owner, the occupant, his or her authorized agent, or a licensed concern.  Requires these fire extinguishers to be subject to a maintenance procedure under prescribed circumstances.

LOCATION: Senate Governmental Organization

SCR 71 (Haynes) California Wildland Firefighters Memorial Highway

SUMMARY: Designates the portion of the State Highway Route 74 between Lake Elsinore and San Juan Capistrano in the Counties of Riverside and Orange as the California Wildland Firefighters Memorial Highway.  Requests the Department of Transportation to determine the cost of appropriate plaques and markers showing this special designation and, upon receiving donations from nonstate sources covering that costs, to erect appropriate plaques and markers.

LOCATION: Chaptered #22
