Looking for a new way to help local homeowners safeguard their homes and property against wildfire?  

Home Depot is open to working with local Fire Safe Councils to offer free “how-to” clinics complete with hands-on demonstrations of wildfire prevention techniques. With a Home Depot expert, your council members can lead sessions on defensible space clearance, fire safe landscaping or building/remodeling with fire safe materials.   

Follow these simple steps and you could be on your way to hosting a successful clinic at your local Home Depot:

1. Draft a short proposal (in the body of a letter). Make sure to include each of these specifics plus any other important details:

· Desired Home Depot store location

· Possible date(s) and time(s)

· Clinic topic description

· Tools and equipment needed

· Council educational display/material description

2. Submit your proposal at least three weeks before your desired clinic date to Stephanie Martin, Manager of Home Depot’s Communications and Public Affairs via e-mail at stephanie_martin@homedepot.com. Stephanie can also be reached at 714-940-3687.

Stephanie Martin will review your proposal and, if approved, will contact you to confirm the clinic details. In reviewing proposals, Home Depot will consider the time of year, so try to set up the clinic during fire season. If appropriate, Home Depot may lend assistance coordinating a promotional tie-in with a manufacturer.

Once your Home Depot clinic is scheduled, you need to get the word out! Home Depot develops internal advertisements (flyer postings, bag stuffers, front door signs) to drive customer attendance and raise awareness about the clinics. You can further publicize the clinic by distributing a co-branded media alert or press release to local media to ensure inclusion in their calendar listings.  Please send any documents that use the Home Depot name to Stephanie Martin for review and approval.  Allow three days for news releases to be reviewed and one day for media alerts.

Finally, we recommend you have plenty of educational materials on hand, including the FSC Homeowners Checklist, and provide a sign-up sheet for those interested in becoming more involved in your council.
